SCHOOL BOARD ELECTION 
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MATH MASTERS COMPETE 

BAND CONCERT 

The decision to run for a local school board is one to which much thought and consideration must be given. Serving as a board 
member is one of the most important responsibilities that a citizen can undertake.  

The ZM School Board will have three positions open for election this fall; the terms of Brian Grudem, Mark Krier, and Peter Hinrichs 
will expire December 31, 2016.  According to the Minnesota School Boards Association, “school board service is one of the most 
important responsibilities a citizen can undertake. The board’s standards and decisions will affect a generation of students, your 
community, and society. Governing on a public board is a challenging job with long hours and difficult decisions. However, it is re-
warding to watch students succeed and lead productive lives as a result of the educational opportunities you helped create. As a 
board member, your decisions must reflect what is best for all students and citizens. This demands a strong commitment to serving 
other people.” 

The work of a school board involves developing a vision for the district, establishing district policies, monitoring student achieve-
ment, aligning resources with goals, collaborating with community partners, ensuring facilities are safe and adequate, communi-
cating with stakeholders, rallying the community around student achievement, hiring and evaluating the superintendent, ratifying 
employee contracts, advocating student needs to lawmakers, and training in education issues and governance. 

The filing period for school board begins August 2 and runs through August 16. Potential candidates will file in the District Office in 
Mazeppa (343 Third Avenue NE) between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 2:30 p.m. On August 16, the office will be open until 5:00 p.m. 
for filing. A person must be 21 years old, be an eligible voter, live in the ZM District for at least 30 days prior to election/
appointment, and must not be a convicted sex offender. This year’s election will be held in conjunction with the state and federal 
election. 

Please call the District Office at 732-1400 if you have questions about filing for the ZM Board of Education or would like a school 
board brochure. You may also log on to the Minnesota School Boards Association website (www.mnmsba.org) for additional infor-
mation. Watch the school website for election information as the filing period draws closer (www.zmschools.us).   

ZM needs school board members who are passionate about public education and have the best interests of Zumbrota and Maz-
eppa students in mind. You must be able to make decisions, be willing to listen, and be a strong communicator. You also must be 
willing to spend time and energy on board business and be able to function as a team.  Good board members do not run on a sin-
gle issue or for personal gain; board members have no individual authority. An effective board acts as a whole and with respect. As 
a board member, you will develop the necessary skills needed to conduct ZM school business through experience and continuous 
training.

FIRST WALK/RIDE TO SCHOOL DAY HELD 

The Z/M fifth grade math masters had their competition in Rochester on Friday April 22.  A total of 196 fifth grade math whizzes 
from around southeastern Minnesota participated, comprising 41 teams from 12 different schools.  The outstanding showing of the 
ten Z/M students came from their diligent practice sessions of the past three months. 

The day started with a 75 question fact drill for which they had five minutes to complete as many problems as possible.  All the Z/M 
students finished within the top 20% of the 196 students!  Rylee Nelson and RJ Sylak tied for second place, Kacey Scholl and Haley 
Moore tied for 6th place, Natalie Clemens was 9th, Katrina Sortland was 11th, Zane Angerman was 16th, Anna Soltau was 27th, Na-
tasha Sortland was 30th, and Kyle Moyer was 36th.  Very well done! 

It was then time for the four individual rounds with questions like: Oscar has run 4.8 miles of his race, which is 80% of the entire 
race.  How much farther will he run to finish the race? (1.2 miles)  Again, nearly all the Z/M students finished in the top 50%, with RJ 
Sylak receiving a medal for 9th place and Haley Moore receiving the award for 16th place. 

The competition finished with three team rounds where students worked on the harder problems as a team of five.  The Z/M stu-
dents finished in sixth and sixteenth places out of the 41 teams participating. 

Math Masters began in Austin as a fifth grade competition program in 1989 with teams from 44 schools in Minnesota taking part.  In 
1995 the competition expanded to include sixth 
graders and this year there are approximately 
5500 fifth and sixth graders registered to com-
pete.  Math Masters os designed to promote excel-
lence in critical thinking skills and problem-solving 
abilities as well as provide recognition to students 
for academic effort and achievement.

SCHOOL BOARD MEETING MINUTES 
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The ZM Board of Education held their regular monthly meeting 
on Monday, May 23 at 7:00 pm in the ZMES Media Center in 
Mazeppa. The usual business was conducted, including payment 
of bills. 

Recognition was given to the Mazeppa Lions for their generous 
donations of $30,000 for new scoreboards, $20,000 for the ele-
mentary playground, and $90 for new flags. The Mazeppa Daze 
committee was recognized for their $1,500 donation towards the 
elementary playground. Bruening Rock was thanked for their 
donation of boulders for the elementary outside classroom. 

Mr. Anderson reported for the middle/high school. He noted 
that teaching positions are filled for the 2016-17 school year. 
Schoology will be implemented in the new school year on the 
recommendation of the technology committee. MCA and AP 
testing has been completed and there were no technology is-
sues. 

Mr. Rasmussen reported for the primary/elementary school. The 
last Data Days will be held May 24 and 26. The Walk-to-School 
Day was successful and there is talk of doing one in the fall and 
spring in the next school year. 

Mr. Anger reported that May enrollment was 1,157. The treasur-
er’s report to the board was available for review. He thanked the 
many volunteers who assisted with the elementary playground 
project. Graduation is scheduled for June 4 and board members 
are asked to be at the school by 6:45 p.m. Mr. Anger will be 
attending his daughter’s graduation the same evening. He 
thanked the board and ZM staff for their assistance this school 
year.  

Mr. Grudem reported for the Southeast Service Cooperative, Mr. 
Wendt for the Goodhue County Education District, and Ms. Roth 
and Ms. Hinchley reported no meeting for the Wasioja Education 
Technology Cooperative. 

There was no patron input. 

The 2014-15 construction house has been sold and closing will 
be held June 17. No bids were received by the May 9 deadline 
for the 2015-16 construction house; however, a bid was received 
in the district office May 23 for $308,000, contingent on the par-
ty selling their home. There was discussion on what course 
should be followed for next year’s house. The board felt the next 
house should be built in the Highlands area again and that in 
August, a request for proposal for realtors should be completed. 
There will be more discussion at the vocational construction 
committee meeting in June. 

The board accepted the house bid of $308,000 with the school 
netting about $289,000 after sales costs.  This bid has a contin-
gency in the purchase agreement.   If a higher bid or non-
contingent offer is received, the board will consider at the June 
meeting.    

The school board approved the request that ZM Schools become 
the fiscal host for section baseball.

Mr. Anderson recommended that the wording for graduation 
requirements be changed to read that students must have met 
the required 26 credits in order to participate in graduation. Cur-
rently seniors are required to be within two credits (24) of the 
required 26 credits to be eligible to walk for graduation. This 
means they are four full classes short of the requirements. The 
board approved the recommendation, beginning in 2016-17.

Thursday, June 2. A sack lunch will be served on the 

last day.
